Meeting was called to order at 11:30am.
1. Approve minutes of the December 21, 2022 regular meeting and the January 5, 2023 Special meeting. Moved by Tackett, Seconded by Schwarzwalter, Passed Unanimously 
1b. Sprague stated there is another agenda item to be added, and discussed, but no action will need to be taken on the item but a motion was needed to add it to the Agenda. Moved by Schwarzwalter, Seconded by Tackett, Passed Unanimously 

2. Review Liquor Applications –
a. Slice, LLC d/b/a Duane’s House of Pizza to be located at 1629 South University Drive – Class GH  Sprague stated this is a beer and wine license that requires 50% food sales, all Duanes Pizza locations have been sold and will have different owners, this particular license owner will be rehabilitating the entire block. No items of concern with background check. Moved by Tackett, Seconded by Schwarzwalter, Passed Unanimously
b. Plaza Azteca 52, Inc. d/b/a Plaza Azteca Mexican Restaurant to be located at 5081 Timber Parkway South – Class FA Sprague stated this is a food and alcohol license that requires food sales exceed alcohol sales and does allow a physical bar. This will be the 2nd location. No items of concern with background check. Moved by Nelson, Seconded by Schwarzwalter, Passed Unanimously
c. Application to add a new owner to Fargo Billiards LLC d/b/a Fargo Billiards & Gastropub to be located at 3234 43rd Street South – Class FA-Entertainment Sprague stated this license has been in existence for about 10 years, bringing the long time manager in as an owner, issues on the background check are dated, there are some credit issues due to COVD and the business being closed, those items are being addressed. Tackett mentioned some of the comments in the investigation notes did not pertain to the Board’s recommendation and would like to see the notes kept to just what is relevant to specific events. Moved by Tackett, Seconded by Schwarzwalter Seconded, Passed Unanimously 
3. Police Department Monthly Report

a. General Report (distributed via email) Assistant Chief Stefonowicz presented this item, the report is slim this time, but a few things he would like to take note of are, A positive interaction with Sports Bar and they were able to identify a fake ID. There is still a common pattern with Windbreak, they are working on finding solutions. Commissioner Piepkorn would like to have more discussion in regards to Windbreak because they are coming up in every monthly report. 
4. Memo for recommending ordinance changes 
a. Recommendation to require Owner/Manager changes, reporting requirements. Sprague mentioned this item has been discussed a few times at previous meetings, looking for direction to have the City Attorney to prepare the changes and then have more discussion when reviewing those changes Moved by Schwarzwalter, Seconded by Nelson, Passed Unanimoulsy
b. Request from Fargo Park District to add FA Golf to seasonal licenses under 25-1507 H. Sprague stated that the FA Golf license is not currently listed as a license that can be issued seasonally, the only license issued seasonally is for the FM Redhawks, all provisions required for the license must still be followed. Right now during the golf season the FA Golf licenses are required to have 25% food sales, during the non-golf season it goes to 50%, and that seems to be the time that business drops off due to the winter weather. Moved by Nelson, Seconded by Tackett, Passed Unanimously
c. Direct the City Attorney to prepare ordinance changes addressing self-serve dispensing Sprague stated we have been informed there are other self-serve Tap Walls in other establishments and an ordinance change needs to be made to address these particular types of businesses. Moved by Tackett, Seconded by Schwarzwalter, Passed Unanimously 
5. Other Items
a. Language changes to Ordinance. Sprague mentioned that this item was brought to his attention after the Agenda was out and the City Attorney advised there can be discussion, but no motion can be made. Tackett referred to the changes she had referenced in the email she sent. Sprague stated that these issues will be put on the next Agenda for further discussion and a motion can be made at that time.
